Optimization modeling applications continue to be
bigger, more complex, closer to real-time, less dependent
on OR gurus, and more depended upon by organizations
of all kinds. There are many great researchers and com-
mercial implementers to thank for the remarkable
advances in computers and solvers that make this pos-
sible, but there is another big part of the story that is
sometimes overlooked: good modeling practice. This talk
will recommend some keys to successful optimization
modeling. It will be accessible to a general audience,
including undergraduates and CEQ's, although it is also
hoped that experienced optimizers will pick up a new idea
or two.
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
