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Abstract:

We consider an online variant of the Traveling
Salesman Problem (TSP) where the set of points to
visit (in some metric space) is not known in
advance.

The sequence of requests comes in an online fash-
ion, without probabilistic information, and the
salesman is required to serve all these requests and
eventually return to its starting point. We study the
online TSP, as well as generalizations, using a variety
of worst-case, average-case and asymptotic analy-
ses. In particular, we focus on how information can
be exploited to strengthen results.
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
